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Bikeability

This week, our Year 5 and 6 pupils took part in Bikeability training delivered by Outspoken Training, and
they were an absolute credit to the school. They showed maturity, enthusiasm and excellent behaviour
throughout the two-day course.

Pupils began with Level 1 skills, including bike safety checks such as the M Check and basic bike maintenance
to ensure their equipment was safe and roadworthy.

They then progressed to Level 2, heading out onto local residential roads with qualified instructors. Here,
they learned essential road-cycling skills including safe starting and stopping, signalling while maintaining
balance, road positioning, understanding signs and markings, passing parked cars and negotiating junctions.
Bikeability helps pupils build real-life confidence, risk awareness and independence, and research shows
children become more capable and assured cyclists after completing the training.

We are extremely proud of all the pupils who took part—they represented the school brilliantly and
embraced the opportunity to learn such an important life skill.

We want our pupils to regard their time in school as important and believe that wearing sensible and suitable clothes is a mark
of respect for themselves and their school.

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Hairstyles

We have noticed that there are a few children with hairstyles that do not comply with the dress code.

¢ Boys and girls hairstyles need to be traditional rather than fashion statement hairstyles — no shorter
than No.2 grade clipping.

e We do not accept shaven tramlines/patterns/shapes/ shaved partings.

e Large hair accessories should not be worn (e.g. large flowers/bows/clips/headbands worn in the hair
and wraps and beading that could get caught in equipment and apparatus).

¢ Wide headbands or headscarves, although not part of the general school uniform, are acceptable in
place of a sun hat as part of sun protection during the Summer Term.

e Long hair needs to be tied back for PE (boys and girls).

e Hair colouring is not acceptable.

Jewellery

Safety standards are important in school and jewellery presents a safety hazard. We would prefer
children not to wear any jewellery whatsoever in school for health and safety reasons.

However, we do permit a watch and one pair of small, plain stud earrings (such as the type used when ears
are first pierced). These should be removed at home on the days when your child has swimming or P.E.
lessons. Novelty watches including Sports Performance Watches, or fashion earrings cause distraction and
are not appropriate. If you do decide to have your child’s ears pierced, may we request that this is done at
the beginning of the Summer Holidays so that they are sufficiently healed for the earrings to be removed
for P.E. and swimming at the beginning of the Autumn Term.
